Is there a great number of cross border migrant organisations (CBMOs)?
Are CBMOs focused towards countries of origin or countries of arrival?
How do national migration regimes influence CBMOs?

How do inter-national migration regimes influence CBMOs?

Assumptionseé

1. CBMOs could be focused mainly
- on maintaining identity with country of origin
or
- on improving assimilation in country of arrival.

2. Many CBMOs focus on both, maintaining identity and improving
Integration.

3. An adequate concept of CBMOs and of migrants’ incorporation in
general should include the option of supra-national and transnational
Identity building and belonging.
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Steps done until now

1. Identify countries of origin for Germany, Poland, Spain, UK

2. Elaborate reports on national migration regimes for G, P, S, UK
3. Screen the landscape of migrant organisations in G, P, S, UK

4. ldentify some dozens of CBMOs in G, P, S, UK
