Ç But: Census data: Lithuania - 22,000 annually ; Poland ï
60,000 annually



Scale and trends in migration from CEE

Migration in the pre-transition period (1):

Ç Emigration ïrather exceptional but sizeable Ą majority of 
long - term population movements directed to the West

Ç politically motivated (until 1961 from ex -GDR; 1956/57 from 
Hungary; 1968/69 from ex -Czechoslovakia; 1968, 1980/81 
from Poland)

Ç ethnically motivated (e.g. Ăethnic Germansò from Poland (since 
mid 1950s) and Romania (since 1970s)) 



Scale and trends in migration from CEE

Migration in the pre-transition period (2):

Ç Labour movements ïlimited , with a few exceptions:

Ç westward migration of ex -Yugoslavs from mid -1960s (within 
guest -worker system - bilateral agreements, recruitment)

Ç intraregional migration in the 1970 and 1980s (Poland and 
Romania as major source countries)

Ç project - tied employment in non -European countries

Ç Circular movements of false tourists:

Ç state -organised and controlled excursions (mainly 
intraregional) Ą origins of mass -scale petty trade

Ç individual flows, mostly from Poland Ą incomplete migration

Migration in the transition period (1):

Ç New trends in migratory behaviour

Ç Movements between successor states of the ex -USSR

Ç Regular (temporary) labour movements - based on bilateral 
agreements, based on unilateral quota system, other 
(intracompany transfers, individual recruitment, admission for 
students, etc.)

Ç Inflow ïtowards net immigration area

Migration in the transition period (2):

Ç Long-term vs. short-term mobility

Ç Emigration to the West, incl. the USA (ethnically or 
politically motivated, family reunion) ïon decline since 
mid 1990s

Ç Temporary employment in Western Europe Ą more or 
less irregular, short term or circular in nature Ą on 
increase (Bulgaria, Poland, Romania) Ą short - term 
migration strategies

Features of migration from the CEE countries in 
the transition period

Ç The outflow much lower and less diversified than in the 
previous decades

Ç The number of net emigration countries decreased Ą shift 

to net immigration countries (Hungary, Czech Rep.)

Ç Poland as the only country sending considerable quantities 
of people abroad

Ç Temporary flows as dominant migration type:

Ç regional cross -border commuter - type movements Ą Czech Rep. ï

Germany (30,000 -50,000 in the 1990s)

Ç migration of people for undocumented work (i.e. under the guise of 
tourism )

Ç flows resulting from seasonal demand for labor in the agriculture and 
construction sector in western countries 

Ą example: seasonal workers in Germany (330,000 in 2004; over 

85% from Poland)



Long-term vs. short-term migration strategies

Institutional and political factors factors

Ç Liberalisation of migration policies within CEE ïabolition 
of exit visas, ratification of international conventions, etc.
Ą freedom of exit ïfreedom of return

Ç Ethnic related mobility Ą German policy towards Ăethnic 
Germansò

Ç ĂFortress Europeò Ą tightening of admission rules in the 
West , asylum policy in the EU countries



Long-term vs. short-term migration strategies

Economic factors: 

Ç Change in migration - related cost -benefit ratio (wages, 
exchange rates, living costs)

Ç Family / household context of migration: 

Ç Migration as a risk diversification activity

Ç Migration as a response to relative deprivation

Ç Migration as a livelihood strategy



Meta interpretation

„Incomplete migration”

Ç Mobility hardly captured by definitions and typologies Ą

traditional concepts vs. new forms of mobility

Ç Features of incomplete migration : 

Ç quasi -migratory character (temporary or circular mobility),

Ç "loose" social status and/or flexible occupational position in the 
country of origin, 

Ç irregularity of stay or work in the host country, 

Ç maintaining close and steady contacts with migrant's household .

Ç Migrants ïusually poorly skilled, living in the countryside 
and small towns, often coming from marginalised groups, 
frequently not having a regular employment

Ç Structural causes Ą ĂunderurbanisationòĄ massive 
commuting from rural areas (1960s and 1970s) Ą patterns 
of temporary international migration.
