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The current migratory waves from Mali
occur Iin the following national and
International context:

A Malian migration is mostly limited at
the African level. Out of the 4 million
Malians living abroad, three million five
hundred are in Africa.
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A the warming up of the climate (uneven rainfalls
with repeated floods and droughts)

Ainappropriate management of Natural
Resources (deforestation, insufficient
mastery of water as natural resource and
agricultural productive factor)
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Aand an inappropriate orientation of the
PDA (Public Development Aid) toward
Budgetary Aid which accentuates the
structural economic imbalances in favour
of the state and in disfavour of the CSO
(Civil Society Organizations) and the
national private sector. The state policy
tends to attract agro business and foreign
Investors. It benefits to a politico-
administrative oligarchy highly corrupted
and which doesnot cr e
employment.
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All of these factors increase the
unemployment and poverty rates, and
augment migration waves. They must
